President Tom Murtaugh called the meeting to order.
I. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Gary Schroeder moved to approve the minutes from the June 5, 2019 Executive Committee public hearing as submitted. Greg Jones seconded, and the motion carried by voice vote. 

II. NEW BUSINESS 
A. PRIMARY APPROVAL EXTENSION REQUEST
Bittersweet Farms, Section 1 (RE-0054):

The developer, Norman J. O’Bryan (represented by Bob Gross of RW Gross & Associates) is requesting a two-year extension of the rural estate subdivision primary approval granted July 1, 2009.  The preliminary plat includes 11 lots on 36.014 acres, located on the east side of CR 500 W, approximately 1 mile south of SR 26, in Wabash 21(NW)23-5.
Gary Schroeder moved to hear and approve a primary approval extension request for (RE-0054) Bittersweet Farms, Section 1.  Greg Jones seconded.

Sallie Fahey presented the zoning map, plat and aerial photos.  Sallie said Bittersweet Farms is a rural estate development.  She said nothing has happened with this project since it was originally approved in 2009.  She said the rural estate ordinance has not changed but there has been an update to the county drainage ordinance.  Sallie said since the petitioner has not filed for construction plan approval, she thought the County Surveyor’s office could require the new drainage ordinance to be met for the construction plans.  Sallie said staff recommends approval of the two-year extension.  She said staff had not been given an explanation as to why nothing has been done or what the plan was for this project.  She said at this point staff does not think the original approval represents a problem going forward.
Tom Murtaugh asked about access to Lots 4 & 5.
Sallie Fahey said she thought nothing would be done with those lots until the connection to them was completed.

The Committee voted 5-Yes to 0-No to approve the primary approval extension request for (RE-0054) Bittersweet Farms, Section 1.

Sallie said now she will begin the hiring process for the GIS Specialist position.
