Mr. Albers presented an agreement between the County and Ed and Carol Purdy following the Purdy's request for the construction of 
a new bridge, approaches, and intersection at the intersection of CR 510 S and S. 18'11 St. The new bridge will be realigned with a 
straight approach to a 3—way intersection and the present curve in the road eliminated. Mr. Albers said there are safety concerns 
regarding the commercial entrance at the gravel pits located at the apex of the curve. He thinks the solution the Purdy's consultant 
offered makes a lot of sense and looks to the future when the gravel mining is terminated and the area becomes residential.
