REGULAR MEETING
November 4, 2013

The Tippecanoe County Commissioners met on Monday, November 4, 2013 at 10:00 a.m. in the
Tippecanoe Room in the County Office Building. Commissioners present were: President David S.
Byers, Vice President John L. Knochel, and Commissioner Thomas P. Murtaugh. Also present were:
Attorney David W. Luhman, Auditor Jennifer Weston, Commissioners’ Assistant Frank Cederquist, and
Recording Secretary Tillie Hennigar.

President Byers called the meeting to order and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

PROCLAMATION — Supplier Diversity Development Coalition

Jesse Moore, Director of Purdue University Supplier Diversity Development said he also provides
leadership to the Supplier Diversity Coalition of Lafayette. The Coalition is made up of some of the

Bridge #141 Project, Right-of-Entry, Parcel 8, Paola R. Torreblanca-Fischer, Trustee

Director Kuhl said the permanent right-of-way is under negotiation; the right-of-entry allows the work to
begin on Bridge #141.

e Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the right-of-entry for Bridge #141, Parcel 8 as
presented, second by Commissioner Murtaugh; motion carried.

Bridge #141 Opening of Bids
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Bids were submitted for Bridge #141. The proposed work will include a three span 320 foot long Bulb
Tee Beam Bridge, 13,000 Cyds of Borrow, and 1,880 linear feet of new full depth HMA roadway
construction. Attorney Luhman opened the bids for Bridge #141 and reported the following:

Tippecanoe County Bridge Inspection Contract 2014/2016

Director Kuhl presented the 2014 - 2016 NBIS contract with H. Stewart Kline & Associates for Phase I
and Phase II Tippecanoe County Bridge inspections. The contract renews every four years and receives
80% federal funding. The contract amount is $578,450.

e Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the Bridge Inspection contract as presented, second by
Commissioner Murtaugh; motion carried.

GRANTS — Laurie Wilson
Permission to Accept Grant

Grant Administrator Wilson requested permission to accept a grant for the Health Department in the
amount of $72,672 from the Indiana State Department of Health for the Local Health Maintenance Fund
grant.

e Commissioner Knochel moved to approve permission to accept the grant as presented, second by
Commissioner Murtaugh; motion carried.

Grant Administrator Wilson requested permission to accept a grant for CASA in the amount of $22,768
from the Indiana Criminal Justice Institute for Victims of Crime Act (VOCA) grant.

e Commissioner Knochel moved to approve permission to accept the grant as presented, second by
Commissioner Murtaugh; motion carried.
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BUILDING COMMISSION — Ken Brown
Unsafe Structures

Building Commissioner Brown stated there are two structures to address that have been discussed
previously.

10111 Strong Avenue, Colburn — with the assistance of Attorney Luhman, an Order to Comply and to
appear at the demolition hearing was sent to T&H Investment Properties, LLC on October 22, 2013. An
official inspection report and pictures were sent with an explanation of why the structure met the
definition of unsafe. A notice from the Health Department was also sent stating their opinion regarding
the necessary clean-up of the property. As of this date, the owners have not contacted Attorney Luhman
or the Building Commission and there were no representatives in attendance.

Attorney Luhman said a public hearing must be held to determine if the structure is unsafe and what is
necessary to bring the structure to a safe condition. If the property owner doesn’t comply by a certain
date, the Building Commissioner can take action to proceed with the demolition process. Costs would be
assessed against the property and the property owner and a lien attached if the demolition costs are not
repaid to the County.

Attorney Luhman continued to say evidence from the Building Commissioner can be collected today,
including the current state of the property and necessary steps to bring the property into compliance with
County and State codes to make it a safe structure.

e Commissioner Murtaugh moved to approve November 12, 2013 for the property owners to act on
the Order To Comply, and November 18, 2013 for Building Commissioner Brown to present
potential bids for demolition, second by Commissioner Knochel; motion carried.

Attorney Luhman read the notice in full which will be sent to T&H Investment Properties, LLC regarding
the Order to Comply and the demolition of the property located at 10111 Strong Avenue, Colburn.

9028 Yorktown Street, Stockwell — Building Commissioner Brown said the property was previously
discussed and the owner attended the Commissioners meeting. A grace period was allowed until October
because the owner had issues with another structure within the Lafayette city limits. Per the
Commissioners request, the front has been closed up and the vehicle that was in the front has been
removed. He presented the Commissioners with pictures of the structure stating while the front doesn’t
look too bad, interior pictures show the roof rafters are rotten and falling in and ceilings have fallen in on
old cars. Building Commissioner Brown said he had not heard from Mr. Wilbur, the property owner and
his report today is simply a progress report.

e Commissioner Knochel moved to approve an Order to Comply be issued for the property located
at 9028 Yorktown Street, Stockwell and a public hearing date be set for December 2, 2013,
second by Commissioner Murtaugh; motion carried.

HUMAN RESOURCES — Shirley Mennen
Anthem Renewal

Human Resources Coordinator Mennen presented the renewal contract for Anthem. Their fee changes
are minimal and there are no changes to the plan for 2014.
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e Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the renewal contract as presented, second by
Commissioner Murtaugh; motion carried.

WeCare Renewal

Human Resources Coordinator Mennen presented the renewal contract for the management fee of
WeCare TLC. The renewal has no increases or changes and the contract runs through November, 2016.

e Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the renewal contract as presented, second by
Commissioner Murtaugh; motion carried.

FAIRGROUNDS — Frank Cederquist
HVAC Services Agreement

Commissioners’ Assistant Cederquist presented a service agreement with Eberhardt Heating and Cooling
for the HVAC system which was recently installed in the Home Economics building and 4-H Exhibit Hall
at the Fairgrounds. It includes two services a year, filters, and belts at a cost of $880 per year.

e Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the agreement as presented, second by Commissioner
Murtaugh; motion carried.

PURDUE COOPERATIVE EXTENSION
Contractual Services Agreement for Educators

President Byers said the amendment to the Extension Contractual Services Agreement between Purdue

University and the County amends the agreement expiration date to December 31, 2014 and the amount
to $194,185; the County’s 50% portion of the educator cost.

e Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the agreement as presented, second by Commissioner
Murtaugh; motion carried.

APPOINTMENT TO COMMON WAGE BOARD

e Commissioner Knochel moved to appoint Jean Hall to the West Lafayette Community School
Common Construction Wage Committee, second by Commissioner Murtaugh; motion carried.

President Byers announced that Sheriff Tracy Brown recently received the Sagamore Of The Wabash
award and Clerk Christa Coffey completed the Certified Public Manager course.

Area Plan Commission Director Sallie Fahey announced that Transportation Planning GIS Specialist
Anna Burman is the first County employee to achieve the GIS Professional, a National certification Anna
completed on her own initiative.

President Byers announced the property on 111 N 4™ Street will not be purchased by the County.
