REGULAR MEETING 

November 5, 2012 

The Tippecanoe County Commissioners met on Monday, November 5, 2012 at 10:00 am. in the 
Tippecanoe Room in the'County Office Building. Commissioners present were: President Thomas- P. 
Murtaugh, Vice President John L. Knochel, and Commissioner David S. Byers. Also present were: ‘ 
Attorney Doug Masson, Auditor Jennifer Weston, Commissioner’s Assistant Frank Cederquist, and 
Secretary Tillie Hennigar. 

President Murtaugh called the meeting to order and led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

PROCLAMA T ION — Supplier Diversity Development Coalition 

Jessie Moore from the Supplier Diversity DeVelopment Coalition thanked the Board of Commissioners, 
West Lafayette Mayor John Dennis, and Lafayette Mayor Tony Roswarski for recognizing the efforts of 
the Supplier Diversity Coalition of Greater Lafayette. He continued to say it is a milestone for the 
Coalition as it was two years ago that Larry Pherson of Purdue and Bill Ensign from Lily Labs formed the 
organization to fulfill their company goals to increase opportunities for diverse businesses. It was and 
still is an organization of approximately ten greater Lafayette larger employers. The companies have the 
understanding of the critical nature of including those who may not have been included in the past. Eight 
years ago, the first relationship to partnership even't was held on the Purdue campus. In 2006, the 
Coalition partnered with Purdue and became the‘ underwriter of the relationship to partnership franchise.

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the minutes of the regular meeting held October 15, 
2012, second by Commissioner Byers; motion carried. 

PRESENTATION OF ACCOUNTS PAYABLE VOUCHERS 

- Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the accounts payable vouchers for October 17; 18, 19, 
24, 25, 26, 31, and November 1, 2 and 5, 2012 as submitted without exception, second by 
Commissioner Byers; motion carried. 

REQUEST FOR TAX ABA TEMENT — Apex Warehouse - RESOL UTION 2012-29-CM 

Attorney Doug Masson said Resolution 2012-29-CM approves the application for property tax deductions 
for Apex Warehouse Logistics, LLC. It follows a Declaration by the Council designating the real estate 
as an Economic Revitalization Area (ERA). The next step is a Statement of Benefits to be reviewed by 
the Commissioners to decide if it is in the best interest of Tippecanoe County to approve the tax 
abatement. The abatement will continue for ten years and the statute sets forth a declinirig percent of 
deduction for each year. A Declaratory Resolution was passed by the Council at the October meeting. At 
the November meeting, a public hearing and a Confirmatory Resolution will be on the Council agenda. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve Resolution 2012- 29- CM as presented second by 
Commissioner Byers; motion carried. 

AREA PLAN COMMISSION — Sallie F ahey 
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UZO Amendment #74 — Farm Drainage Tile Contractor, Ordinance 2012-33-CM: 
A proposed amendment that adds “farm drainage tile contractor” to the primary use table and makes them 
allowed by special- exception in the A zone. 

Area Plan Commission Director Fahey-stated the ordinance amendment represents a new zoning 
opportunity for farm drainage tile contractors. Previously, they have been allowed in Industrial 1, 11, and 
III by right. The APC staff realized it would be beneficial, under some circumstances, to allow the 
contractors into agricultural zoning districts to be near their customers. The ordinance will allow farm 
drainage tile contractors specifically, by special exception, access to agricultural zones, along with 
Industrial I, H, and 111. In addition, materials and equipment would need stored indoors and occur on lots 

‘ with a minimum of two acres. The Flaming Commission unanimously recommended approval. 
Commissioner Knochel said it is the right thing to do and very beneficial to the farming community of 
Tippecanoe County. His concern is having the equipment stored inside; a ditching machine is large and 
would require a large building which would be expensive. President Murtaugh expressed thanks to 
Directdr Fahey, APC staff, and the ordinance committee for pursuing the issue. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve Ordinance 2012-33-CM as presented, second by 
Commissioner Byers. 

President Murtaugh asked for public comment. There were none. 

Auditor Weston recorded the vote.

It is the last change order to balance the quantities of items such as mulch 
and rip rap. The amount is $7,571.94; adjusting the contract to $2,688,234.40. Director Kuhl 
recommended approval.

Director Kuhl said the grant of right-of—way is for Brian Wolfe for property located on 625 West, South 
of 1000 South. It is the normal procedure for granting the 30 foot half Width right-of—way.

Warranty Deed — Tippecanoe County Bridge #1040 Project — Parcel 2 

Director Kuhl presented a Warranty Deed for the Bridge #1040 Project. Three parcels are needed; this is 
Parcel 2 for the Katherine L. Kirkpatrick Trust in the amount of $4,150.00. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the Warranty Deed for the Bridge #1040 project as 
presented, second by Commissioner Byers; motion carried. 

Construction Maintenance Bond — Fairfield Contractors, Inc. to work in all right-of-ways 

Director Kuhl said the Construction Maintenance Bond from Fairfield Contractors is the annual procedure 
to obtain the $5,000 Bond for right-of—way work. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the maintenance bond as presented, second by 
Commissioner Byers; motion carried. 

Performance Bond fromKRinehart Excavating, Inc. -— 2012 Culvert (Tipp009) Replacement Project 

Director Kuhl said the Performarice Bond from Rinehart Excavating is for Culvert Tipp009. Rinehart 
Excavating was awarded the bid and has been notified to proceed. The bond finalizes the paperwork. 
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0 Commissioner Knochel moved to accept the Performance Bond from Rinehart Excavating as 
presented, second by Commissioner Byers;'motion carried. 

Cdntinuation Certificate - Tipmont REMC 

Director Kuhl said the Continuation Certificate from Tipmont REMC is to perform work in the right-of- 
way. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the Continuation Certificate from Tipmont REMC as 
presented; motion carried. 

CAR Y HOME — Rebecca Humphrey 4 
Subcontract with Bauer Family Resources for Behavioral Health Services 

Cary Home Executive Director Rebecca Humphrey requested approval to subcontract with Bauer Family 
Resources. The subcontract will provide behavioral health services for the youth requiring more intensive 
treatment than offered at Cary Home. When a child comes to Cary Home with the referral for the 
intensive supervision unit, a referral will be made to Bauer or the Sexual Abuse Family Treatment 
Intervention Program (SAF TIP). The bill will be submitted to Cary Home; Cary Home will bill DCS; 
DCS will pay for the services; Cary Home will make payment to the subcontractor. Currently, there are 
two of the fifteen youths requiring extra treatment. DCS will pay' 100% for everything except groups. 
The subcontractors requested the group be increased from $14.62 per person to $20.00 per person. DCS 
will only pay $14.00; Cary Home will pay the other $6.00, if not covered by Medicaid, totaling $200.00 
or less annually. The contract has been reviewed by Attorney Luhman. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the subcontract with Bauer Family Resources as 
presented, second by Commissioner Byers; motion carried. 

Subcontract with Families United for Behavioral Health Services 

Director Humphrey requested approval to also subcontract With Families United Resources. The 
subcontract will provide behavioral health services for youths the same as Bauer Family Resources. 
Referrals, bills, and payments are handled the same. d subcontractors are provided allowing the 
parents to choose which service they prefer. The contract has been reviewed by Attorney Luhman. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the subcontract with Families United as presented, 
second by Commissioner Byers; motion carried. 

Business Associate Agreement for Mental Health Project 

Director Humphrey said HIPPA standards require a Business Associates Agreement be‘ in place to share 
mental health information. Approval is requested for a Business Associates Agreement with Bauer 
Family Resources, Families United, and Kinsey Youth Center. The Kinsey Youth Center is the detention 
center currently being used. Attorney Masson said the agreement is a standard HIPPA form and he 
would recommend approval. ‘ 

0 Commissioner Knbchel moved to approve the Business Associate Agreement as presented, 
second by Commissioner; motion carried. - 
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Copier Agreement — Juvenile Magistrate 

Cary Home Director Humphrey said there is an additional copier at Juvenile Alternatives, owned by _ 
Juvenile Community Corrections. When Juvenile Alternative moved to Cary Home, the copier was no 
longer needed. However Juvenile Magistrate does haVe a use for the copier. Direct01 Humphrey 
requested copier service be moved from Juvenile Alternatives to Juvenile Magistrate and the Juvenile 
Magistrate service be moved to Juvenile Alternatives. As there Was no signature line on the agreement, 
Director Humphrey will follow up with Judge Graham. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the copier agreement ‘as presented, second by 
Commissioner Byers; motion carried. 

RECORDER — Oneta Tolle 
Bulk Copy Agreement 

Recorder Tolle requested an agreement update from the 2008 original contract. The agreement updates 
the laws which have changed. The agreement allows the Recorder’s office to provide Bulk images of 
daily activities as requested. Currently, there are three companies requesting bulk copies. The funds go 
into the Perpetuation Fund. Attorney Masson said the changes have been reviewed and approved. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the Bulk Copy Agreement as presented, second by 
Commissioner Byers; motion carried. 

ASSESSOR — Linda Phillips 
Appraisal Proposal 

Assessor Phillips requested approval for two Letters of Understanding for appraisals. Two parcels are in 
litigation with the Indiana Board of Tax Review and the attorney redommends professional appraisals. A 
substantial amount of tax revenue is at stake; one parcel is near $1 million over the period of dispute; the 
other parcel is approximately $25 0,000 over the period of dispute. The County attorney has reviewed 
and approved the letters and attachments. The attachments include: Description of Property and Scope of 
Assignment; Terms of Engagement; Standard Assumptions, Privacy Notice, and Exhibit A— —Tippecanoe 
County, Indiana Additional Terms and Conditions. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the appraisal proposal with Terzo & Bologna 1110., 
second by Commissioner Byers; motion carried. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the appraisal proposal with Access Valuation, second 
by Commissioner Byers; motion carried. 

HEALTH DEPARTMENT — Ron Cripe 
Indiana Immunization Coalition Agreement 

Executive Director Cripe stated there have been a lot of changes in the past year regarding how 
immunizations are administered at the local Health Department. Prior to a year ago, immunizations were 
received from the Indiana State Department of Health who received them from the federal government. 
Locally, immunizations were distributed to anyone who came in. Funds began to dry up at the federal 
and state level and immunizations were restricted to those with no insurance or on Medicaid. Since then; 
a program was put in place to bill private insurance companies for administrative fees. A $5.00 donation 
is suggested but most do not donate. Nurse Supervisor Donella Carter said the Indiana Immunization 
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Coalition (HC) 1n working with Communicable Disease Control (CDC), acquired a grant to provide 
' training to the local health department on billing Medicaid. Along with a company called Medical Billing 

and Accounting from Indianapolis, HC will provide the experti'se and experience to bill Medicaid and also 
those with msurance. January through October 31, 2012, $16, 552 could have been collected on Medicaid 
billing if the opportunity was in place. The EC will do all the training and pay the set- -up fees. In 
addition to collecting for immunizations, it will be possible to collect for Lead screenings which is 
required on a 12-15 month old child. With the money from Medicaid, it can be used to buy vaccines for 
those with private insurance. Director Cripe said there are fifteen (15) health departments on the program 
and there has not been negative feedback from those departments. The administrative start-up cost to be 
saved is approximately $1,500 and there will be no out-of—pocket expenses to the department. He 
thought it was a great opportunity, providing time to evaluate the program and decide if it is economically 
beneficial. 

President Murtaugh said it appeared to be a win-win sitfiation for the County and expressed his 
appreciation to Ron and Donella for their efforts. 

0 Commissioner Kfiochel moved to approve permission for the Health Department to proceed with 
the Indiana Immunization Coalition Agreement, second by Commissioner Byers; motion carried. 

Donella will work with Cameron from Medical Billing to proceed. 

HUAMNRESOURCES 4 Shirley Mennen 
Contract Renewal for Health Insurance Consultant 

Human Resources Coordinator Mennen presented a contract renewal for R.E. Sutton & Associates, the 
consultant for insurance benefits. There is no increase for 2013, the E-verify clause has been added to the 
contract and the certification has been signed regarding no business investments in Iran The County 
Attorney has reviewed the contract. 

Commissioner Knochel stated he thought the contract was some of the best money the County has spent 
and the consultant has done an extremely good job. Coordinator Mennen said they are very easy to work 
With and also provided recommendations which have saved the County a lot of money. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the renewal of the R.E.Sutton contract, second by 
Commissioner Byers; motion carried. 

SHREDDING SERVICE AGREEMENT 

Commissioner’s Assistant Frank Cederquist said the method of shredding was recently changed fiom on- 
site to plant based. As a result, Cintas, the company performing shredding, requested a new agreement. 
There IS no increase in fees. The Attorney has reviewed the agreement

ACCEPTANCE OF RFP’s FOR INDIANA DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY 
DISTRICT 4 ADMINISTRATIVE COORDINATOR 

Attorney Masson said one proposal was submitted from Janet Buche. Form 96, Contractors Bid for 
Public Work was submitted. Attorney Masson'stated the rules on Request for Proposals (RFP) direct the 
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opening of public proposals be made to not disclose the terms to potential competitors. No competitor 
bids were received. He recommended the RFP be taken under‘advisement. 

0 Commissioner Knochel movéd to approve taking the RFP under advisement, second by 
Commissioner Byers; motion carried. 

Attorney Masson will review the RFP with TEMA Director Smokey Anderson. 

UNFINISHED/NE W B USINESS’ 

Jeff Houston, District 4 Task Force and Incident Commander, reported he recently returned from New 
Jersey where it was “wet and windy”. Three people are still there working with the devastation from 
hurricane Sandy. It was a successful mission and everyone returned home safely. He thanked the

Commissioner Byers Stated he has an agreement for $4,900 from Don R. Scheidt Co., Inc. for an appraisal 
of the YMCA property. The appraisal will provide information to assist with a decision of continuing to 
pursue the property Commissioner Byers said other companies were approached to provide an appraisal 
but it was too large of a property for their consideration.
