Representing the petitioner, Attorney Joe Bumbleburg said Mr. Cunningham is requesting a zoning change for 16.0072 acres from NB
to R3 and 7.76 acres from NB to GB. Mr. Bumbleburg said R3 zoning for the 16.0072 acre parcel is more compatible to the
neighborhood than NB zoning. He noted that a crematory (with special exception), a furniture store, a courier service, a hardware
store, and a recycle collection center would be allowed in an NB zone but, in his opinion, they would not be compatible with the

residential neighborhood adjacent to this property.

Mr. Cunningham said he previously requested NB zoning for the 16.0072 acre parcel that would allow him to build a movie theater
and a restaurant. Since that plan has not worked out, he doesn’t think other types of stores would be appropriate in that location.

Attorney Andrew Gutwein, representing the petitioner, said Industrial Pallet is currently operating at its current location by special
exception. With the need to expand the new pallet manufacturing facility and to possibly house the corporate office, the petitioner
wants to purchase an additional 26.292 acres adjacent to the current location. He is requesting the correct zoning to I3 for the current
location as well as the additional acreage. In addition to manufacturing new pallets, the company also markets mulch, a product of
used pallets. Some concern exists regarding mulch fires that have occurred due to a lack of storage space. The mulch is stacked
outside in tall piles and, when the heat builds, fires have occurred. With additional acreage, the mulch can be stored in windrows that
should prevent fires because less heat will accumulate. Mr. Gutwein said it is in the owner’s economic interest to prevent the fires
since the mulch is a marketable product.

Larry Denham, 3620 Meadowview Dr., Laf., owned the Lincoln Lodge Motel located to the south of Industrial Paliet from 1990 until
the end of 1999. He said his business, mostly from Interstate 65 traffic, was not affected by operations at the Pallet company. The
only fire he could recall during the time he owned the motel occurred approximately eight years ago when a building on the north side
of Industrial Pallet’s property burned.

Nalin Desai, current owner and resident of Lincoln Lodge Motel, opposed this rezone because of smoke from numerous mulch fires he
said can last several days. He has repeat customers and a great number who rent rooms by the week, but he said he has lost customers
due to odor from the smoke and the threat of fire. Mr. Desai doesn’t believe minimizing the size of the mulch piles will guarantee a
reduced risk of fire. He expressed concern that the expansion of the pallet business will also increase the noise level.

Guy Ramey, weekly patron of Lincoln Lodge Motel, said he opposes the expansion of the pallet business because there will be more
noise caused by the industrial loaders that are used to move the pallets. Since he works the third shift, he said he runs a fan in his
room to block the noise when he is sleeping.

Jay Wiegand, owner of Industrial Pallet, said the first significant mulch fire occurred on August 11, 2001. The only fires prior to that
time were an equipment fire on January 5, 2001 and an electrical fire on an old industrial loader in 2000. He said the mulch fire
occurred due to compaction because the piles were 50° high. He requested the fire department to wet the piles to contain the smoke.
Mr. Wiegand has since learned how to extinguish a mulch fire as well as a better method of storing it in windrows. If he is able to
purchase the additional acreage, he plans to store the mulch at the far north of the property and as far away from the motel as possible.
Mr. Wiegand said the new pallet construction will be a 24 hour operation located entirely indoors. He discounted the concern
regarding additional noise when the business is expanded because he said Mr. Desai was not aware that the business currently operates
on a 24 hour basis until he was told. He requested approval of the rezone so they can continue to operate the business in a responsible
manner and reduce the risk of fire while growing with the community.

Commissioner Benson asked if a buffer yard will be required if I3 zoning is approved. Area Plan Assistant Director Sallic Fahey
responded that it certainly will be required for the additional area because it is new development. She was not sure if it would apply to
the current facility. If required, it will be a part of the permitting process for the new facility.

Commissioner Knochel commented that the rezone request is for construction of new pallets and has nothing to do with smoke from
mulch fires. If the rezone is not allowed, the present way of stockpiling of mulch will continue due to the lack of space to store it in

windrows.
