APPROVAL OFAþNUYES' 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the minutes of the February 2, 2004 Regular Meeting as distributed, seconded by 
Commissioner Benson; motion carried. 

APPROVAL OF ACCOMVT S PA YABLE VOUCIE'RS ;

AWARD BID: CR 550 E Reconstruction Project (Bids opened 2/2/2004) 

Consultants John Brand and Andrea Langille were present to recommend the awardee for the project. Ms Langille reported that, after 
review, Rieth Riley Construction Company, Inc. was found to be the lowest and most responsive bidder with a total bid of 
$2,380,396.55. Mr. Albers reported the Engineer's estimate was $2.7 million. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to award the bid for the CR 550 E Reconstruction Project to Rieth Riley Construction Company, ‘ 
Inc. and to sign the contract, seconded by Commissioner Benson; motion carried. 

SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENT #2: Butler, Fairman and Seufert, 1110.: CR 550 E Project 

Mr. Albers explained that Supplemental Agreement #2 is for construction inspection services for the CR 550 E Project with a not-to- 
exceed amount of $260,000. This brings the total contract amount to $346,300. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve Supplemental Agreement #2 with Butler, Fairman and Seufert, Inc., seconded by 
Commissioner Benson; motion carried. 

CHANGE ORDER #2: Bridge #U209 (Lilly Bridge) 

Mr. Albers requested approval of Change Order #2 for Bridge #U209 because repairs are more involved than originally thought. The 
change order increases the cost $29,614.20 to bring the total cost to $118,566.54. 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve Change Order #2 for Bridge #U209, seconded by Commissioner Benson; motion

Approval of this agreement allows INDOT (Indiana Department of Transportation) to reimburse the County for 80% of the preliminary 
engineering cost.
