The Tippecanoe County Commissioners met on Monday, May 2, 2005 at 10:00 A. M. in the Tippecanoe Room in the County Ofýce 
Building. Commissioners present were: President KD Benson, Vice President John L. Knochel, and Member Ruth E. Shedd. Also 
present were: Auditor Robert A. Plantenga, Chief Deputy Auditor Janet K. Hill, Commissioners’ Assistant Jennifer Weston, County 
Attorney David W. Luhman, and Secretary Pauline E. Rohr. 

President Benson called the meeting to order and led the Plédge of Allegiance. 

APPROVAL OF WUTES 

0 Commissioner Knochel moved to approve the minutes of the April 18 2005 Regular Meeting, seconded by Commissioner Shedd; 
motion carried. 

APPROVAL OF ACCOMVT S PA YABLE VOUCIERS 

Commissioners” Assistant Weston deferred to the Auditor regarding ýve (5) Vouchers in question continued from the April 18, 2005 
meeting and seven (7) new ones presented for approval today. 

Auditor Plantenga summarized that ýve vouchers were continued from the April 18"1 meeting for James Doyle, and Assessors Darlene 
Blackburn, Nancy Moore, Jan Payne, and Debra McDole because they had no itemized receipts as required by the County's Travel 
Policy. Today there are seven more vouchers from Ellie Mlynarik, Janet Freels, Rita Darnell, Janet Weigle, Pam Hruska, Susanne 
Burchette, and Paula Wright, Assessors who attended a 2 day training session at the Best Western in Lafayette. They each submitted a 
voucher for $52 but presented no receipts. He said the Travel Policy states the County will pay the amount of the receipts or up to $25 
per day, whichever is less. In any case, since receipts are required by the Travel Policy, he recommended no payment for the 
Assessors' vouchers. 

Commissioner Knochel said that Attorney Luhman researched this issue and, since the last sentence on the Travel Policy states that 
receipts must be presented for reimbursement, he agrees with Auditor Plantenga's recommendation. 

Commissioner Shedd asked when the County's Travel Policy was revised. Auditor Plantenga responded it was revised to add the 
requirement for receipts in 2002. He said the IAC (Indiana Administrative Code) shifted the Assessors from the State Travel Policy to 
the County Travel Policy on December 13, 2004. 

Regarding Mr. Doyle's voucher, Auditor Plantenga reminded the Commissioners that Mr. Doyle presented a credit card receipt but it 
was not itemized. Commissioner Shedd she favors approving Mr. Doyle's voucher since he has a credit card receipt but not the 
Assessors' vouchers. She agrees they the Assessors need some kind of receipts according to the research that has been conducted and 
the memo from Attorney Luhman. 

0 Commissioner Shedd moved to approve the Accounts Payable Vouchers including the voucher from James Doyle but excluding the 
vouchers from the Assessors, seconded by Commissioner Knochel. 

President Benson invited cements from the Assessors who were present. 

Fairýeld Township Assessor Jan Payne reported that the DLGF (Department of Local Government Finance) did not inform the 
Assessors they would no longer pay a per diem for attending continuing education classes offered by the DLGF. She cited IC 36-6-8- 
10 which she said directs the County Fiscal Body to set a per diem for the Assessors. Auditor Plantenga interjected that this code site 
is not referring to a per diem for training sessions but for completing the General Reassessment. He said the County Council 
appropriated $5,000 to each Assessor for this purpose. 

Attorney Luhman clariýed that per diem can mean salary or, in the case of the DLGF, it can mean a subsistence amount for meals 
deýned as expenses incurred and defers to the County Fiscal Body who has said a receipt is required. 

0 The motion carried.

Ordinance 2005-10—CM: An Ordinance Temporarily Regulating Weight and Speed Limits on Tippecanoe County Highways County 
Road 1050 East, between SR 38 and County Road 200 North, and Harding Road between SR 38 and 900 East: Second Reading (First 
Reading: 4/18/05) 

Ordinance 2005-10-CM will appear in its entirety in the Ordinance and Resolution Book in the County Auditor's Ofýce. 

Mr. Albers requested approval of this Ordinance in anticipation of the INDOT (Indiana Department of Transportation) Project that will 
begin this month during which SR 38 near the intersection of CR 900 E will be closed for reconstruction. This Ordinance setting 
temporary weight and speed limits is needed because the County Highway Department expects motorists to use County Roads as 
detours rather than the ofýcial detour over State Roads. Mr. Albers noted no objections to the limits have been expressed to the 
Highway Department following the first reading on April 18‘“.
