The Tippecanoe County Council held its Regular Meeting on Tuesday, January 13, 2004 at 
2:00 P.M. in the Tippecanoe Room in the County Office Building. Council members present 
were: President Connie Basham, Vice President Ronald L. Fruitt, David S. Byers Jeffrey 
Kessler, Betty J.  Michael, and Kathy Vernon. Others present were: Auditor Robert A. 
Plantenga, Attorney David W. Luhman, and Secretary Pauline E. Rohr. (Councihnember 
Jeffrey A. Kemper was absent.) 

President Basham called the meeting to order and led the Pledge of Allegiance. She -then called 
on Fr. Ed Tourangeau, St. John's Episcopal Church, to offer‘a prayer. 

ELEC‘HON 0F OFHCERS 

Attorney Luhman conducted the election of County Council Officers for 2004. 

0 Upon Councilmember Kessler's nomination, Councilmember Vernon was unanimously 
elected President for 2004. 

0 Upon Councilmember Byers' nomination, Councihnember Fruitt was unanimously elected 
Vice President for 2004. 

President Vernon thanked Councilmember Basham for her leadership of the County Council in 
2003. . 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

0 Councilmember Kessler moved to approve the minutes of the December 16, 2003 Special 
Meeting with the Legislators, seconded by Councilmember Fruitt; motion carried. 

Councilmember Basham's motion and Councihnember Michael's second to approve the 
December 16, 2003 Regular Meeting minutes were withdrawn due to an unresolved error on 
page 5. 

- Councilmember Byers moved to approve the minutes of the December 19, 2003 Executive 
Meeting, seconded by Councilmember Basham; motion carried. 

0 Councihnember Basham moved to approve the minmes of the December 19, 2003 Special 
Meeting, seconded by Councihnember Michael; motion carried. 

FINANCIAL STATEMENT: Auditor Robert Plantenga 

2003 
Auditor Plantenga reported the 2003 uncommitted County General Funds through December 
31, 2003 are $3,453.56. He noted the anticipated 2003 Revenue was $27,689,583.00 but the 
actual 2003 Revenue was $27,711,125.58. He also noted the County Self Insurance Fund 310 
had a positive ending balance of $7,253.00. 

2004 
T_h?2004 uncommitted County General Funds through January 1, 2004 are $2,160,667.10. 
Auditor Plantenga pointed out that, due to a change in the formula for Homestead Credit, he 
estimated the 2004 COIT distribution would be $4.1 million when proposing the 2004 Budget. 
After receiving the County Levy numbers from the Department of Local Government Finance, 
he thinks the County's 2004 COIT distribution will be approximately $5 million. He said the 
numbers could change by next month's Council meeting. 

President Vernon said the uncommitted number is larger than anticipated but she hopes 
departments will work within their budgets and come for additional funds only when it is 
necessary.

Treasurer Tolle distributed the Interest Report showing the average interest rate for November 
2003 was 1.13%. _ 
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Credit Card Pam’ nts 

Treasurer Tolle requested the Council's approval to move forward with the implementation of 
credit card and debit card processing for property tax payments with Bank One Pay Conncxion. 
She said feedback from taxpayers indicate the 3 % fce charged for this service by the currgnt 
vendor, Official Payments, is excessive. After analyzing the services offered by several 
companies, she believes Bank One Pay Connexion is the best suited for the County's needs. 
She introduced Peter Little, Government and Not-for-Profit Division of Bank, Melanie 
McIntire, Treasury Management Division, and Joe Seaman, local Bank One President.

Mr. Little said Bank One has ideas to promote Pay Connexion and will work with the 
Treasurer to increase the number of taxpayers using this option. TreasurerTolle said early 
approval of this concept will allow her to put information regarding Pay Connexion on the tax 
hills which she will be ordering soon. 

0 Councilmember Michael moved to acknowledge the Council' 5 agreement to implgment Pay 
Connexion, seconded by Councilmember Kessler; motion carried. 

ANNOWCEWNT of GRANT A WARD: Citcujt Chart Judge Don Daniel 

Judge Daniel announced the Indiana Supreme Court selected Tippecanoe County as a pilot 
county for Phase ID of the Indiana Family Court Project beginning in January 2004. The two 
(2) year grant totals $45,000 for the first year and $41,000 for the second year. Superior 
Court III will receive $30,000 for the Juvenile/Family Drug Treatment Court Program, and 
Circuit Court will receive $15, 000 for the Adult Family court Coordination Project in 2004. In 
addition, Judge Daniel said some of the $15, 000 for Circuit Court will be used for mediation 
and referral services for low Income families. Although he was unsure of the specifics, he said 
two part-time employees will be hired.

Greater Lafayette Progress President Mike Brooks and Advanced Connection, Inc. Presi_dcnt 
Alex Steselboim appegrcd to request approval of thc Confirmatory Resolution that designatgs 
the real estate as an Economic Revitalization Area for a pcriqd of three (3) years and entitles 
Advanced Connection, Inc. to deductions, on real estate over a pqriod of ten (10) years. 

0 Councilmember Kessler moved to approve Resolution 2004—04—CL confirming the real 
estate as an Economic Revitalization Area for three (3) years and entitles Advanced 
Connection, Inc. to deductions on real estate: ovér a period of ten (10) years, seconded by 
Councilmember Basham; motion carried. 

ELMSTEEL, WC..- Statement ofBencfits (SB-1) 

Elmsteel President Andrew Ball and Greater Lafayette Progress President Mike Brooks 
appeared to request a 10 year abatement of taxes on real estate and a 10 year abatement of 
taxes on new manufacturing equipment. Mr. Brooks presented documentation showing 
Elmsteel paid real estate taxes for 2002 pay 2003 totaling $14,952.02 compared to an 
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estimated $132.46 that would have been paid if the land were still undeveloped. Ehnsteel paid 
$13,400 local option income tax for 38 employees in 2003. 

Councilmember Basham asked the average 2003 hourly wage in Tippecanoe County. Mr. 
Brooks responded it is approximately $15 plus per hour. 

Mr. Brooks announced Elmsteel, Inc. is requesting a ten (10) year tax abatement on real estate 
and a ten (10) year tax abatement on manufacturing equipment. Elmsteel plans an expansion of 
25,000 square feet of manufacturing space, 6,000 square feet of office space, and additional 
manufacturing equipment for growth. 

Mr. Ball said this expansion is coming much sooner than anticipated and will develop the last 
of the available acreage at this site. As the company continues to grow, he feels Tippecanoe 
County's willingness to grant Elmsteel tax abatements will weigh heavily in the County's favor 
when the company finds it necessary to expand to another location. 

Councilmember Byers stated he is not opposed to granting a tax abatement to a new company 
but objects when that company keeps coming back for additional abatements. He inquired 
about Elmsteel's community involvement. Mr. Ball responded they are big supporters of the 
March of Dimes and the CHAPS Program. Referring to Councilmember Byers initial 
cement, Mr. Ball said the location of future expansion of Elmsteel will depend on which 
community is willing to help that expansion. 

Councilmember Byers wondered why Elmsteel is requesting a 10 year abatement on 
manufacturing equipment that will be depreciated off after 7 years. 
Councilmember Kessler applauded Elmsteel for paying 100% of employees' health insurance, 
dental, and vision coverage. 

To clear up some confusion, Mr. Brooks explained that a Statement of Benefits (SB-1) for tax 
abatement can be submitted anytime within the time the designation as an Economic 
Revitalization Area (ERA) exists. The term of the ERA and the term of the SB-l are not the 
same. 

Mr. Ball explained they requested a 10 year abatement on the equipment because that was the 
time allowed for the equipment already in place. If it is the Council's wish, he said he is 
willing to lower the request to 7 years on manufacturing equipment and 10 years on the real 
estate. 

0 Councilmember Kessler moved to approve the Statement of Benefits with a ten (10) year 
tax abatement on real estate and a seven (7) year tax abatement on new manufacturing 
equipment for Elmsteel, Inc. , seconded by Councilmember Michael; motion carried.

Mrs. Hutchison explained the predominant wage paid to Part-time Public Defenders in 10 
counties she polled is $35,000 plus health insurance. She said WIS (Wagner, Irwin, & 
Scheele) recommended a salary of approximately $34,400 plus health insurance. She currently 
has three (3) part-time Public Defenders who have County health insurance and she is 
requested that eight (8) Public Defenders who currently work on a contractual basis be made 
Regular Part-time so they can have County health insurance. She requested a salary of 
$35,000 for all eleven (11). 

In addition, Mrs. Hutchison requested five (5) new Regular Part-time Public Defender 
positions with salaries of $35,000 plus health insurance to bring the County into compliance for 
reimbursement from the State Public Defender's Reimbursement Program for all courts except 
Superior Court III and Superior Court V which she hopes to phase-in. She submitted a Phase— 
in Plan to the State Public Defender‘s Commission and will meet with them on March 1, 2004 
to learn if it is approved. Whether the County participates in the Reimbursement Program or 
not, Mrs. Hutchison said her office needs the extra personnel. The $220,000 approved for the 
Contractual line item in her budget can be transferred to the Regular Part-time line. 
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Councilmember Kessler acknowledged the Public Defender needs the additional personnel but 
said he preferred to wait until the February 10‘k meeting to give the Council the opportunity to 
formulate a spending plan and prioritize the spending before committing to Mrs. Hutchison's 
request. He pointed out the County's Business Plan says no new employees for 2004 and he 
thinks the Council needs to deal with Superior Court ‘III‘s Juvenile Detention debt. 

Pat Harrington, an attorney appointed to the County Public Defender Commission, said a delay 
in the promise of funding could handicap our Plan to the State Public Defender's Board. He 
also thinks there is a real possibility that the attorneys currently working under contract will 
give their 30 day notice and resign. 7 
Councilmember Kessler countered that he hates to see the Council commit to funding new 
positions that cannot be funded in future years. If the Council approves the funding on 
February 10*, he said there will be time to mect their March 1 deadline. 

o Councilmember Kessler moved to give the Public Defender 3 vote of confidence today and 
hold a Special Council Meeting at 12:30 P.M. on February 10th to reassess the 2004 
available funds and provide the Public Defender with a final- answer on that day, seconded 
by Councilmember Michael. The motion failed with 2 yes votes by Councilmembers 
Kessler and Vernon and 4 no votes by Councilmembers Fruitt, Byers, Basham, and 
Michael. 

0 Councilmember Byers moved to approve the Public Defender's request, seconded by 
Councilmember Michael. 

Auditor Plantenga asked Mrs. Hutchison if she will need the full $175,000 for the five (5) new 
positions since that amount was based on a full year of employment and the jobs have not yet 
been posted. Mrs. Hutchison agreed that $160,000 should be sufficient in addition to the 
transfer amount from the Contractual line. 

0 Councilmember Byers amended his motion to approve additional appropriations of 
$160,000 for five (5) new Regular Part-time positions, $12,240 for Social Security, 
$32,720 for Health Insurance, $87,805‘for eleven (11) Regular Part-time positions, 
$52,352 for Social Security, and $6,718 for Health Insurance, seconded by Councilmember 
Michael; motion carried with no votes by Councihnembers Kessler and Vernon.

President Vernon announced that, if everyone is agreeable, the Departmehtal Assignments will 
remain the same as 2003. (The only exception is Wabash River Parkway Commission which is 
designated as President of the Council.) During the review of Council Appointments, there 
was no discussion until PTABOA (Property Tax Assessment Board of Appeals). 
Councilmember Basham announced she received a lettcr from County Assessor Nancy Moore 
asking the Council to consider replacing Suzanne Burchett, a Level 2 Appraiser, with Kathy 
Gould. . 

Mrs. Moore said she asked the Commissioners to sign a contract with Cole, Layer, & 
Trumble, a company that will provide PTABOA with a Level 2 Appraiser. Two are required 
by law. Kathy Gould works for Cole Layer, & Trumble in their Lebanon office. 

Councilmember Michael asked if Ms Gould resides in Tippecanoe County. When Mrs. Moore 
responded she does not, Councilmember Michael said she is not comfortable with a PTABOA 
member who lives outside the County. 

Councilmember Byers reported that he was contactgd by a couple of PTABOA members who 
want Mrs. Burchett to remain. Mrs. Moore said she has documgnted complaints about Mrs. 
Burchett. 

Councilmember Pruitt noted that these appointments seem to be political. 

- Councilmember Byers moved to approve Resolution 2004—05—CL, 2004 County Council 
Assignments and Appointments as presented with Suzanne Burchett and Richard Harlow as 
PTABOA members and President Kathy Vernon as appointee to Wabash River Parkway 
Commission, seconded by Councilmember Michael. 

Councilmember Fruitt asked where this action leaves the contract with Cole, Layer, & 
Trumble. Commissioner Shedd said discussion of the contract was tabled at the last . 
Commissioners' meeting. The Commissioners need to knowwho the Council appoints sothey 
can then appoint either a democrat or a republican. 

Auditor Plantenga explained the Council appoints two (2) members to PTABOA and it is then 
the Commissioners' job to make sure there are two republican and two demograt appointees. 

Attorney Luhman said the Commissioners can sigh a contract with Cole, Layer, & Trumble to 
advise PTABOA on technical matters and appraisals, but he doesn't think the firm can be 
appointed to fulfill the political obligation.
